This month I provide the second part of the statistics about the club in its 110th year which I hope you enjoy.

MAKING HIGH LEVEL ATHLETES: There are 12 known players who have played for South Augusta as juniors and progressed to play within the SANFL. They are Darren Shillabeer (North Adelaide/ Norwood), David Shillabeer (Norwood), Michael Fuller (Woodville), Michael Corey (Woodville), Robert Rozee (South Adelaide), Grant Fuller (South Adelaide), Jared Rivers (North Adelaide), Josh Coulter (North Adelaide), Ron Curyer (South Adelaide), Connor Rozee (North Adelaide) , Brian Bienke ( Port Adelaide) and Harry Kernahan (Glenelg)
South Augusta players who have been drafted into the AFL include Bryan Bienke (Adelaide Crows/ North Melbourne), Jared Rivers (Melbourne), Luke Taylor (Melbourne), Josh Coulter (Adelaide Crows) and most recently Connor Rozee (Port Adelaide).
OFFICIALS: South’s have had 55 A grade coaches since 1912 with Pat Hynes coaching 7 years and Gary Kernahan coaching the most with 8.
South’s have had 36 Presidents in their 110 years, Dave Barry was President for a club record of 15 years and Bruce Curtis was President for a close 9 years. The club has had one female President, Suzanne McKell proudly stepped up during the years 2006 and 2007.
 GAME RECORDS
A total of 1,800 players have played either A Grade or B Grade for the club since 1912.
180 players have played over 100 senior games for the club.
25 players have played over 200 senior games.
Only 9 players have played over 300 senior games for the club. Our record holder is Gary Kernahan who has played a whopping 338 games throughout his South Augusta Football Club career.
Since the SGL commenced in 1961, South Augusta and Ports have won 13 Premierships, West Augusta 12, Central Augusta 7, Solomontown 4, and PropRisdon 2. 
Five Premierships in a row is a club record and has only been achieved once before in the SGL by West Augusta, from 1972-1976 .

In the last few weeks the Advertiser Newspaper has been running articles on the best players from each league and its was good to see some ex South Augusta lads who were mentioned. Darren Shillabeer , 2006 A Grade Premiership player was named in the best 40 players in the Barossa league , currently playing for Barossa District.

The article commented that Darren Shillabeer remains one of the most dominant forwards in the BL&G. Another Country Championships standout, Shillabeer has been colossal at centre-half forward for the Bulldogs. Shillabeer is fast and decisive with ball in hand and has a booming boot, slotting home 47 goals in 16 games this season and also tallying five best player mentions.
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Ex South Augusta Junior player Daniel Noll was named amongst the best players in the South East League playing for Mundulla. The article commented that Daniel has put together a starring year for Mundulla and also represented the KNTFL in its interleague game. An athletic and explosive midfielder, Noll consistently finds space and does damage with disposal by hand or foot. He has kicked seven goals this season and tallied eight mentions among Mundulla’s best in 15 games.  Another player to be included in the top players in the South East League was Lawrence Bradley Brown who played in the 2020 SGL Premiership team with South in the Covid year when that league did not play

Adrian was brought into the team by South Coach Graham Pidgeon to curb the influence of his brother Joey Hull who was playing for Willsden and had won the Under 18s League medal. Adrian did a great job apparently and South defeated Willsden who had hardly lost a game all year. Adrian didn’t go on with his football and play senior football at Souths. The club offers its condolences to brother Joey and Adrian’s friends and family at this sad time.

Ryan Struck recently played his 400th senior SGL game which is a fabulous achievement with his time at Souths including 3 A Grade Premierships. Ryan first came to South as an Under 11 and played his first Game against West as a 16-year-old in 1997, playing in the 2000 A Grade Premiership side before moving to Quorn Wolves. In 2006 he returned to South and played in another Premiership that year, winning the club Fairest and Best in 2007 and tied for the Madigan Medal in 2010. In 2012 he was part of another A Grade Premiership and member of the 2015 B Grade Premiership team and won the clubs best team man on 4 occasions. He was made a South Life member in 2012 and played 7 matches for SGL and the Northern Zone , playing a total of 222 League games and 20 seconds games for the South Augusta club and with the other clubs League and Seconds games together with SGL and Zone he has played 400 games. Congratulations on a great career Ryan and all the best for the future.
